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This document is a position paper from IEEE Project 802, the Local and Metropolitan Network Standards Committee. The Standards Committee has the following 3 Working Groups involved in producing standards for air (radio) interfaces for devices suited for license-exempt regime:

IEEE Working Group 802.11 for Wireless Local Area Networks,

IEEE Working Group 802.15 for Wireless Personal Area Networks and

IEEE Working Group 802.16 for Broadband Fixed Wireless Access. 

This position paper is written  in response to an FCC inquiry for questions to be placed on the agenda of an industry Forum involving a potential revision of FCC part 15.247.

IEEE Project 802 proposes to state the following questions:

1. How should the rules be specified to allow the approval of devices that can transfer data at maximum rates while minimizing interference to other users and maintaining robust performance? For example, can the rules be written without requiring:


A processing gain,

A spreading ratio, or


A receiver test?

2. The intent of the current spread spectrum requirements is to minimize interference to other users. Would a power spectral density limit be sufficient to achieve this goal? 

What levels of total power, peak power and power spectral density are required?

3. Should a general class of digital modulation in addition to spread spectrum be added to the current rules?

IEEE Project 802 would like to bring to the Commission's attention that IEEE 802.11, 802.15 and 802.16 will meet on January 15-26, 2001. It would be beneficial for our preparation, scheduling, and attendance if the Forum could be scheduled after February 5, 2001.
