IEEE Canada Standards Committee (ICSC)

1.  Welcome: Doug Topping, Chair

Chair Topping called the telecon meeting to order and welcomed the participants.
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2.  Approval of Agenda

The agenda was approved as submitted.

3.  Review and Approval of 21 January 2002 Telecon Minutes

The minutes were approved as submitted.

4.  Review of IEEE Canada Standards Committee Charter

The ICSC members need to be reappointed by the Region 7 Director.  Philip Choy, the newest member, needs to be appointed by the Region 7 Director.  Wally agreed to draft the slate recommending Philip be appointed and the other members be reappointed for one-year and send it to Doug for review.  Doug will send the slate to Cathy Lowell for placement on the Region 7 agenda for the meeting to be held in Winnipeg.  This will provide time to revise the Charter.  It is important to stagger terms so they don’t expire at the same time. Linda will put this item on the agenda for the next meeting. [action: Wally, Doug, Linda]

4.1 ICSC Annual Report

The ICSC is required by its Charter to submit an annual report to the IEEE-Standards Association (IEEE-SA) Board of Governors (BoG).  Doug will complete the draft report reviewed at this meeting and send the final report to Linda by 10 June.  Linda will submit the report to the secretary of the Board of Governors. [action: Doug, Linda]

4.2 ICSC Roster

Linda will make the necessary corrections and send the roster to the ICSC members.

4.3 Canada Interest List

The name of this list will be changed to “Corresponding Members.”  Linda will generate a report from the Standards Department database that contains the names of all IEEE-SA members in Canada.  After the next meeting in July, Linda will contact the people on the list and those from the database report to determine whether or not they are currently interested in the ICSC activity.  If so, they will receive the minutes from each meeting.  If not, they will be removed from the list.  The final list will be used as a resource for soliciting future ICSC members. Linda will put this item on the July agenda. [action: Linda]

4.4 Future Direction

Judy Gorman and Terry deCourcelle proposed having a strategic planning session for the ICSC to broaden the focus of its activity.  The session will be held in conjunction the IEEE-SA BoG meeting in Vancouver in July.  The ICSC members supported the proposal.  Henry Shein, Director of Strategic Planning and Institutional Research at the IEEE, will serve as facilitator.

5.  Region 7 Activity

5.1 2002 Workshop Plans

Plans for the 2002 workshop have been put on hold until after the strategic planning session in July.

6.  CNC/IEC Activities: Helen Sam

The Canadian National Committee will host the IEC General Meeting in 2003.  The organizing committee is in search of corporate sponsors.  Other planning activities are on hold until the corporate sponsors are determined.

6.1 Future IEC Submission Options

This item will be addressed at the next meeting.

6.2 Accrediting the IEEE Standards Process in Canada

In order for the IEEE to be an accredited standards developing organization in Canada, the IEEE must be established, i.e., have an office with staff, etc.  The Committee agreed this was not a realistic option.  Linda will place this topic on the agenda for the strategic planning session in order to explore other options. [action: Linda]

6.3 Review of IEC Voting Results On Dual Logos on Standards

Terry deCourcelle reported an agreement between the IEEE Standards Association and the IEC is being finalized.  The agreement will be submitted to the IEEE Standards Association Board of Governors for review.  The US National Committee of the IEC voted to approve the proposal for the IEC to enter into specific cooperation agreements to publish dual logo standards, but does not need to approve the agreement between the IEEE Standards Association and the IEC.  A list of standards that qualify as potential candidates for dual logo publication is being compiled.  A Canadian SDO may eventually adopt these dual logo standards.

7.  WTO/TBT Activity

Jim Gurney reported the IEEE Standards Board is examining how the standards development procedures of the IEEE Standards Association harmonize with those stated in the WTO Code of Good Practice.  A report is will be distributed later this year.

8.  National Standards System Conference Report

Helen Sam, Wally Read, and Terry deCourcelle attended the first National Standards System Conference last month.  Total attendance was approximately 240.  The Conference, organized by the Standards Council of Canada, was comprised of four concurrent tracks: global trade, standards development, standards and regulation, and conformity assessment.  Helen Sam gave a presentation about the IEEE’s globalization strategy and an update the IEEE/IEC dual logo agreement at the Canadian Electrical Association’s Standards Management Council meeting.
