Minutes of the Meeting

1. The Procedures for Handling Trademarks and Registered Trademarks in IEEE Standards document was discussed and changes to the document were made (see attached). The IEEE will implement the procedures in all future documents. The procedures will also be outlined in the IEEE Standards Style Manual during its next revision, and communicated to volunteers through appropriate media. 

ACTION (Yvette Ho Sang): Correct all PDF standards published in 2002 by 30 September, slipsheet print stock, and ensure that appropriate language is included in the IEEE-SA Style Manual. 

2. The IEEE-SA Trademark Usage/Compliance Statement communiqué was approved with minor changes. The final version of the communiqué is attached, and will be distributed to

a) Working Group Chairs via email reflector

b) Standards developing volunteers via the IEEE-SA Standards Bearer and IEEE-SA News 

3. IEEE Std 802®-2002 will require special attention because the rescinded Trademark Usage/Compliance Statement was referenced in Clause 5 of the standard. A note will be included in the front matter to address this issue. Suggested wording for the front matter (to replace the text of the Trademark Usage/Compliance Statement) is given below:

The IEEE-SA Trademark Usage/Compliance Statement referenced in Clause 5 was rescinded by the IEEE-SA Board of Governors on 12 July 2002.

All stock (physical and electronic) for IEEE Std 802-2002 will be replaced with the revised version.

A new Trademark Compliance Policy will be developed after obtaining input from a wide constituency of standards developing volunteers. IEEE Std 802 may be reballoted after the new policy is approved.

ACTION (Ben Johnson, Karen Rupp/Judy Gorman, Pam Deece): Form a task force to solicit information from various IEEE Societies in developing a Trademark Compliance Policy for all IEEE standards.

ACTION (Paul Nikolich): Contact Tony Jefferee to explain the formulation of the task force, discuss the front matter changes, and outline the next steps for IEEE Std 802. In addition, replace all stock for IEEE Std 802-2002.

4. A new policy for addressing inappropriate vendor claims of conformance to drafts will be implemented. The procedures are as follows:

a) IEEE policy with respect to claims of compliance to drafts is outlined in the draft copyright statement, which states:

This document is an unapproved draft of a proposed IEEE Standard. As such, this document is subject to change. USE AT YOUR OWN RISK! Because this is an unapproved draft, this document must not be utilized for any conformance/compliance purposes.

b)
The IEEE cannot prevent accurate claims of compliance or conformance. However, deceptive claims can be addressed.

If deceptive claims of compliance or conformance are found, the Sponsor (e.g., IEEE 802 SEC) should be informed. The Sponsor will forward a letter describing the issues, along with evidence of such claims, to the Secretary of the IEEE-SA Standards Board. The Secretary (Judith Gorman) will respond appropriately on behalf of the IEEE-SA.

ACTION (Judith Gorman, Pam Deece): Develop template response letters as appropriate.

5.
Yvette  Ho Sang presented information on IEEE standards Editions. The Publishing Group will no longer automatically produce editions when a third amendment is approved. Base standards and amendments may be compiled for working group standards development at a more relaxed pace. Individual amendments will be published to meet established metrics or to meet the stipulations of the agreement between the IEEE-SA and IEEE 802. A copy of the presentation is attached.
