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Workshop: Digital technologies in the home

Objectives

The workshop is targeted at high-level representatives of the major players in the sector and will:

· highlight the strategic role of standards within this sector;

· analyze investment in standardization infrastructures (e.g., company proprietary standards, vendor coalitions, standards developed through industry consortia, SDOs and “formal” standards bodies), highlighting the motivations and different interest groups, supporting the various approaches, organizations and development models;

· identify the key role standards can play from participants' different perspectives (e.g. risk reduction, integration of complex environments, investment sharing, faster opening of new markets, etc..);

· review the present situation identifying key strengths of different standards development processes and their added-value as well as possible improvements (e.g. improve responsiveness to industry needs, remove duplication of efforts, increase efficiencies);

· provide input on priorities and approaches to be undertaken for the future.

Format

The workshop will be in the form of 5 sessions, under 3 main titles:

· Access

· Applications

· Best practices

Each of the main sessions will be introduced by a short keynote address (10-15 minutes).The keynote address should be made by someone giving a high level overview of the subject and looking at the following issues:

· Technology overview

· Market opportunities drivers

· Standards evaluation (relevant and needed including resolution of overlaps)

In each session there will be 3 or 4 panellists who will make a brief presentation (10 minutes). The panellists will be representative of the industry or consortia group and will typically address the following issues:
· Key added value of existing work

· Key issues and gaps

· Recommendations
