Standard’ report for IEEE P802.3 (IEEE 802.3bh) Ethernet Maintenance #10 (Revision) which 
received conditional approval to proceed to Sponsor ballot at the November 2011 IEEE 802 
Plenary meeting. 
 
a) Recirculation ballot is completed. Generally, the recirculation ballot and resolution should 
occur in accordance with the schedule presented at the time of conditional approval.
